Turning On the Projector

You can use the 100 V power cord to operate the projector
temporarily to determine the installation location. When

@ "Connecting Equipment" p.48 projecting using the 100 V power cord, the brightness of the
projected image is approximately 30% compared to when using
a 200 V power cord. Use the 200 V power cord when adjusting
the projected image or the lens.

Before turning on the projector, connect your computer or video equipment
to the projector.

Install the current breaker for 13 A to 20 A to the wiring in the building that
supplies electricity to the projector. Do not connect other devices to the
wiring where the current breaker is installed, and use the wiring only for the
projector.
